The auditor conducted a tour of the detention and 
specialized treatment programs. There is an additional 
building on the site that is no longer utilized to house 
residents and was not toured by the auditor as it is no 
longer functional. During the tour the residents were in 
classes. All residents and teachers were actively involved 
in providing educational programming during the tour.  
The auditor was able to have conversations with residents 
in the detention center and they provided an 
understanding of PREA and know to report an allegation of 
sexual abuse or sexual harassment.  They indicated they 
felt safe at the facility.  Two of the residents explained the 
process used when they first arrived at the facility. Each 
had received a PREA orientation and had met with their 
case managers where they received additional information 
about PREA.  The residents assigned to the specialized 
treatment program were actively engaged in educational 
programming. As an auditor and past Juvenile program 
director I did not interrupt the classes due to the active 
participation of the residents and teachers. Staff 
interviewed during the tour were actively involved in 
supervising programs and provided the auditor with their 
knowledge of PREA and the training they received prior to 
starting to work and during their tenure at the center.  All 
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were able to discuss the coordinated response plan and 
were able to articulate where the response plan check list 
was maintained and shared their PREA information cards 
with the auditor. During the comprehensive tour of the 
facility, posted signs were also observed regarding general 
PREA information and contact numbers for reporting 
sexual abuse or sexual harassment. Also presented was 
the phone number and address for the Safe-Berks and the 
telephone number for the PA ChildLine. Telephone calls to 
the Safe Berks and the PA ChildLine were answered by a 
live person. There is an office that is utilized by the 
resident to make these phone calls. PREA signage (in bold 
and colorful print) was displayed in all areas frequented by 
the residents. They include how to make an allegation, end 
the silence, PREA notice of audit, telephone numbers, and 
general information about PREA poster.  The tour included 
all areas of the facility which included but was not limited 
to intake, all housing units, medical, food services, 
programming, and education areas. The facility was clean 
and well maintained. Signs are in the entrance of each 
housing unit that states, staff, contractors, and volunteers 
announced themselves prior to entering the housing area 
of the opposite gender. During the tour there was always a 
minimum of a one to six or less ratio to residents. In the 
early morning visit to the facility, there was a ratio of 1 to 
4 in the housing units during the day. During the tour of 
the facility on the second morning there was a 1 to 4 ratio. 
Questions were answered by staff during informal 
interviews regarding resident activities and program 
services as the tour progressed throughout the facility. 
The site visit also included the outside grounds. During the 
tour, the intake process was described, and the daily 
scheduled activities and staff supervision were discussed 
by the Superintendent/PREA Compliance Manager. There 
were no new admissions during the site visit. Staff readily 
explained activities as different facility areas were visited. 
Staff of the opposite gender, must announce their 
presence when entering the housing unit or any area 
where a resident shower, change clothes, or perform 
bodily functions. All residents interviewed stated the staff 
members announce their presence prior to entering the 
housing unit. This practice was experienced and observed 
during the tour. The shower area has shower curtains for 
privacy. Resident indicated that staff knock on their door 
prior to looking in the room during count.  The medical 
room has a shower around the examination area and the 
staff indicated they close the door and use the shower 
when they examine residents. All residents have access to 
writing utensils needed for completing the forms. The staff 
to resident ratio was observed to be met in all areas of the 
facility during the on-site tour. The camera monitoring 
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system, in addition to mirrors, support the direct 
supervision provided by staff. There has been upgrades to 
the camera system since the last audit and the new system 
provides additional supervision for staff. The visitation 
areas had third party reporting poster located in several 
areas of the visiting room. The intake area had zero 
tolerance posting located in the area that is utilized to 
conduct intake. There are PREA posters located in the 
lobby entering the facility.

The auditor requested random personnel background 
checks and reviewed 10 employee training records, two 
contractor files, and two volunteer files. The employee 
records included three staff that had been employed at 
the facility more than 5 years, 3 of the staff were 
promoted and four of the staff were employed in the last 
12 months check was completed and is maintained on file 
in the personnel’s office. The auditor requested some 
specific and some random training files for employees. 
Including in the specific list was training staff, director, 
PCM, shift supervisor and ten random monitors. Medical 
staff receive the same specialized training as Department 
medical staff. The training files were requested and 
reviewed. The medical and mental health staff have 
received specialized training for Sexual Abuse and 
victimization. Ten residential records were reviewed 
utilizing the worksheet provided by the PREA Resource 
Center. Included in the review was age, date of arrival, 
date of initial PREA orientation, date of comprehensive 
PREA training, initial Vulnerability Screening and 
rescreening after resident had been at the facility twenty-
five to thirty days. A review of the residential records also 
included resident referrals for mental health or victim 
advocate programs. The resident’s file contained 
documentation of Intake Screening, Intake PREA 
notification, rescreening and formalized PREA education. 
All time requirements were met on each area. The auditor 
reviewed 12 investigative files which was the number of 
allegations of sexual abuse or sexual harassment during 
the last 12 months. Of the 12 files 6 were consensual 
sexual misbehavior such as touching someone’s leg. None 
were for any consensual sexual activity. The six (6) 
allegations of sexual abuse or sexual harassment were 
reviewed. The investigations were thorough, including 
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witness statements, timelines, and documentation of 
medical and metal health notifications. Each 
administrative file include a review of the staffing, 
cameras and other areas noted in the PREA standards for 
investigations.  Logbook documentation of PREA rounds 
were reviewed during the tour. Unannounced rounds 
were reviewed. The PREA unannounced round includes a 
questionnaire that residents and staff are asked by the 
staff conducted the rounds. The information is discussed 
with the resident and staff during the unannounced 
rounds.

115.313 (a): Each year the agency reviews staffing and the need for cameras, staffing or rearranging 
the staffing plan to meet the required staff in order to maintain a safe and secure operation. Their 
staffing plan’s annual reviews conducted in 2021 were found to be in compliance with this standard. 
The staffing plan included: 1) Generally accepted detention and correctional/secure residential 
practices. (2) Any judicial findings of inadequacy. (3) Any findings of inadequacy from Federal 
investigative agencies. (4) Any findings of inadequacy from internal or external oversight bodies. (5) All 
components of the facility’s physical plant (including “blind spots” or areas where staff or residents 
may be isolated). (6) The composition of the resident population. (7) The number and placement of 
supervisory staff.

(10) The prevalence of substantiated and unsubstantiated 
incidents of sexual abuse; and (11) Any other relevant factors. The facility did not report deviations 
from the staffing plan during the past 12 months. According to the annual staffing plan “The licensed 
population of the facility is 55 Secure Habitual and Sexual Offender beds, 15 
Secure BOP beds, and 54 Secure Detention beds. The ratios for the Secure and Detention 
programs are l :6 during daytime hours and l: 12 during the overnight hours. The clinical 
activity is population specific.”  AA utilizes staff monitoring to protect the residents from sexual abuse 
and harassment. Based on conversations with the PREA coordinator and facility administrator it was 
obvious that the facilities review all areas of the center for additional staffing and resident movement 
in order to meet the requirement of this standard. The direct care staff were noted to be located 
throughout the center during the tour or review of cameras monitoring. Random interviewed direct 
care confirmed that they are assigned based on activities at each unit which will impact the staffing 
plan. The random staff stated that the center does not count control operators toward meeting this 
requirement. The facility administrator provided a daily roster that indicates the staffing utilized during 
the prior 24 hours. All residents are assigned a therapist that provides group and individual counseling 
programs. During these sessions, residents are supervised by cameras when out of sound supervision 
by youth workers.  
 
115.313 (b): The facility administrator provided a daily roster that indicates the staffing utilized during 
the prior 24 hours. During the pandemic the center had to reduce the resident capacity in order to 
provide staff that ensured compliance with the staff to resident ratios. The center also provided 
overtime pay and utilized management staff to me the mandates of the staff to resident ratios. The 
auditor reviewed the staffing schedules for the past 90 days and found that the facility was providing 
overtime pay for staff in order to meet the mandatory staff to resident ratios.  However, there were no 
instances when this mandatory staff requirement was not met. 
 
115.313 (c):  EOC-11 Security EOC-11 Security mandates that the staffing plan will be reviewed and 
approved by the PREA coordinator at least yearly. The facility staffing plan for 2022 was submitted 
prior to January 2022. Abraxas Youth & Family Services conducts an extensive review of all areas of 
private facilities and assesses the need for additional cameras, staffing programing, and overall 
operation of the facility. 
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115.313 (e): The Facility administrator and PREA compliance manager conduct and document 
unannounced rounds on all shifts and all areas of the facility to monitor and deter staff sexual abuse 
and harassment. During PREA rounds, resident and staff are interviewed and asked to take a quiz 
about PREA. Each shift supervisor makes rounds several times during each shift. It is the policy of AA 
that staff are not to inform other staff when the shift supervisor, facility manager or regional 
administrators are making rounds. During the tour the auditor reviewed the logbooks in all housing 
units and noted that the shift supervisor, and facility administrator had signed to logbook a minimum 
of one a day for the last three-week excluding weekends. Shift supervisor had signed the logbooks on 
each day including weekends.  
 
Exceed compliance was determined by review of policies, documentation, and interview with staff. The 
center’s staff – resident ratio exceeds the PREA standards for staffing of juvenile facilities. Staff could 
not meet with the auditor until they were properly relieved to ensure the facility always had the 
appropriate ratio of clients to staff members.

115.315 (a): Based on interviews with staff and residents there have been no cross-gender pat down 
searches in the last 12 months.  An intake staff member indicated that upon admission to AA, the 
resident is then taken to a private area by two staff of the same gender as the resident. The resident is 
asked to remove their outer garments, but not to remove their undergarments. The staff member then 
confirms that there is no contraband visually and identifies any tattoos, scars, bruises or other marks. 
All marks are documented on the Body Observation Form. Abraxas search policy prohibit any touching 
of a resident’s body during a search.  
 
115.315 (b): Client Search Procedures Policy mandates the facility always refrain from conducting any 
cross-gender pat down except in exigent circumstances. All staff interviewed indicated they have never 
conducted a cross-gender search. All resident interviewed stated they had never been searched by a 
staff of the other gender.  
 
115.315 (c): The facility had one resident that claimed to be transgender prior to the interviews. When 
seen by the auditor he indicated he was thinking about just being gay. The questionnaire for 
transgender was utilized. All transgender, intersex or opposite gender searches are documented.

All staff of the other gender always 
announce their presence when entering a housing unit. There are reminders poster placed at the 
entrance of each housing unit. Staff and resident confirm that staff announce their presence and will 
knock on the door prior to looking in during counts.  
 
115.315 (e):  Agency policy prohibits searching or physically examining a transgender or intersex youth 
for the sole purpose of determining the youth’s genital status. Policy mandates that if a resident’s 
genital status is unknown, the facility determine genital status during conversations with the resident, 
by reviewing medical records, or, if necessary, by learning that information as part of a broader 
medical examination conducted in private by a medical practitioner. Prior to arriving, residents are 
screened by an assessment center and will be provided with mental health, medical documentation. 
The Clinical Supervisor stated she would meet with the resident and take into consideration of his/her 
sexual orientation and treat them accordingly. She indicated that the resident in question had stated 
he was transgender to the clinical director so was treated as transgender during the auditor interview.  
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115.315 (f): A review of the staff training plan includes intervention techniques and standards required 
to be utilized prior to conducting any searches. Interview with random staff confirmed they had 
received training on intervention techniques. This training included conducting cross gender searches 
in a professional and respectful manner.

Staff at Tower Health 
Reading Hospital were interviewed and indicated the community has SANE staff on call 24 hours a day.

The Victim’s center director was contacted 
and provided a review of the program and services available to residents at Abraxas Academy advocacy 
staff at the program and the services they provide to residents.

All 
interviewed staff members were familiar with the PREA information regarding primary components of 
preventing, detecting and responding to sexual abuse or sexual harassment. Interviews with non-direct 
care staff and files of non-direct care staff confirmed that all staff working at AA receive the same 
training Policy and procedure mandate that staff are training a minimum of once each year. All staff 
indicated they had to enter preservice prior to working with any residents. Several stated they had to 
shadow staff for at least two weeks after receiving their preservice training.

The facility staff indicated that the clinical supervisor, 
medical staff, education lead teacher and operations manager would work with the community 
resources to provide education to residents regardless of his limitations or disabilities.

The Intake staff was interviewed 
regarding PREA education for residents. Staff ensures residents’ receipt of the information, including 
the resident signing the acknowledgement form. A review of ten resident files confirmed they 
acknowledged the received a PREA orientation during intake and a comprehensive training within 10 
days of arrival at the facility. In the last 12 months 161 residents received comprehensive trainings as 
indicated in the PAQ.

When asked, each resident was able to tell me where their guide and handbook was and offered 
to bring it to me to see. Several stated they have notes from staff interviews in their guides.

115.341 (a) and (b No later than 72 hours of the resident’s arrival at the facility and periodically 
throughout the client’s stay in the program, the program will use information about his personal 
history and behavior to reduce the risk of sexual abuse by or upon the resident. During the intake 
process, the assigned clinician or caseworker will complete an objective screening instrument with the 
client. The purpose of the screening instrument will be to obtain and use information about the client’s 
personal history and behavior to reduce the risk of sexual abuse by or upon the client. If the client has 
experienced prior sexual victimization or has previously perpetrated sexual abuse, he/she 
will be offered a follow-up meeting with a mental health professional within 14 days. If the resident is 
identified as vulnerable to victimization, a reassessment questionnaire will be administered within 30 
days. If a resident identifies as transgender or intersex, a specialized preference form will be complete 
at identification and every 3 months following. All residents will be Reassessments every 3 months. 
The program will use the information gathered to make room and programming assignments for the 
client with the goal of keeping him safe and free from sexual abuse. The program is prohibited from 
isolating residents. The staff member conducting the intake process will complete the screening using 
the Screening for the Risk of Victimization and Sexually Aggressive Behavior form and will immediately 
report any heightened risk to the supervisor on duty before making housing decisions 
Residents will be reassessed as needed but a minimum of once a quarter. Resident that were involved 

in an allegation of sexual abuse or sexual harassment were rescreened during the investigative 

process.

The screening staff indicated they introduce the screening instrument to the 
resident by explaining the purpose of the questions and acknowledges to the residents that that the 
know they just had the same questions, but it is important in order to make sure they are safe and get 
the most out of the stay at the center. After the initial screening or prior to the screening the medical 
staff interviews the residents and conduct a medical screening. The nurse indicated she talks about 
sexual transmitted diseases and residents’ perception of vulnerability. The clinical staff then interview 
all residents prior to determining which therapist is best suited to work with the resident and also 
reviews the Victimization and Sexually Aggressive Behavior screening and if they have history of 
victimization, the therapist utilizes this time to offer additional support and sets us a time to meet with 
the resident within 72 hours to interview them about victimization.

Resident assigned to 
the secure therapeutic program receive Trauma Symptoms Checklist for Children (TSCC), and Beck 
Depression Inventory (BDI) The use of the screening instrument is for initial housing, and programming 
to ensure the safety of the residents and to determine a need for a Safety Plan for the resident prior to 
being assigned a living Unit. The additional screening tools are utilized to develop a Treatment Plan, 
Service Plan or Transitional Living Plan depending on the program residents are being assigned.

115.342 (a): All information obtained upon intake and periodically throughout the residents’ 
confinement will be used to make housing, bed, program, and education assignments with the goal of 
keeping all residents safe and free from sexual abuse. The facility director, assistant facility director 
and clinical director review all documentation furnished prior to the arrival of the residents.  The same 
staff review the mental health evaluation, victim screening instrument, reasons for placement and 
make a final decision on housing and program assignments. The clinical director and other treatment 
staff review the placement three weeks after the resident arrives and make adjustments in housing 
and programming based on the three-week review of the resident adjustment to the facility.  The 
clinical director and administrative staff review the rescreening instrument and use this tool along with 
case manager notes to determine any needs for modification in housing and programming.

115.342 (d): In deciding whether to assign a transgender or intersex resident to a facility for male or 
female residents, and in making other housing and programming assignments, the agency shall 
consider on a case-by-case basis whether a placement would ensure the resident’s health and safety, 
and whether the placement would present management or security problems. The Policy also provides 
that housing and program assignments for transgender or intersex residents would be made on a case-
by-case basis and these residents would not be placed a special housing which was evident from staff 
interviews. There were no transgender or intersex residents in the facility during the onsite visit. The 
clinical director confirmed the facility would consider on a case-by-case basis whether a placement 
would ensure the resident’s health and safety, and whether the placement would present 
management or security problems. In interviews with the administrative team, the staff indicated that 
a resident’s sexual status was one of several considerations for housing and programming resident. 
Since it is a treatment program with groups of four to eight, the center stratifies the groups based on 
size, maturity, age and would also utilizes the resident preference, sexual orientation, and perception 
in placing youth with different therapist.

The Clinical Director 
confirmed each transgender or intersex resident would be reassessed at least quarterly to review any 
threats to safety experienced by the resident by policy, however in reality, residents are reassessed on 
an ongoing basis. Based on the review of the Pre-audit Questionnaire and interview with the Intake 
staff, the evidence shows the facility follows this provision of the standard.

A review of the PREA 
Education & Screening Log demonstrated the additional documentation of the screening assessments 
and re-assessments completed for each resident. The staff interviews revealed staff members are 
aware of the Policy which requires the provision of the standard to be followed.

All staff interviewed were aware of that requirement, 
however most staff indicated that all residents are required to shower by themselves.

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is not an option to separate residents.  Interviews with the Facility Administrator and PREA Compliance 
Manager confirmed the facility does not use isolation for this purpose. The separation would be 
documented according to the provisions of the Policy and standard. 
 
115.342 (i): Policy mandate that every 30 days, the facility shall afford each resident described in 
paragraph (h) of this section a review to determine whether there is a continuing need for separation 
from the general population. The policy states every thirty (30) days, staff shall afford each resident 
described in provision (b) of this section a review to determine whether there is a continuing need for 
separation from the general population. No residents at risk of sexual victimization were placed in an 
isolated area in the 12 months preceding the audit. Interviews with the Facility Administrator and PREA 
Compliance Manager, PREA coordinator confirmed the facility does not use isolation for this purpose.

An investigator will take 
your confidential call and follow-up on your report.

Residents are not required to use any informal grievance process or attempt to resolve with 

staff an alleged incident of sexual abuse. Agency policy does not restrict Abraxas Youth and Family 

Services the ability to defend against a lawsuit filed by an inmate on the ground that the applicable 

statute of limitations has expired. The PREA Compliance Manager receives all copies of grievances 

related to sexual abuse or sexual harassment for monitoring purposes. In interview with the PREA 

Compliance Manager and information provided on the Preaudit Questionnaire, in the past 12 months 

there were no grievances filed alleging sexual abuse.

If the resident declines to have the request processed on his or her 

behalf, the agency shall document the resident’s decision. In interview with the PREA Compliance 

Manager and on information provided in the Pre-Audit Questionnaire, in the past 12 months, there 

were no grievances filed by a third party.  

115.252 (f): Residents may file an emergency grievance if he/she is subject to substantial risk of 

imminent sexual abuse. After receiving an emergency grievance of this nature, the Facility Director 

designee will ensure that immediate corrective action is taken to protect the alleged victim. An initial 

response to the emergency grievance to the individual is required within 48 hours and a final decision 

will be provided within five calendar days. In interview with the PREA Compliance Manager and on 

information provided on the Pre-Audit Questionnaire, in the past 12 months, there were no emergency 

grievances alleging sexual abuse filed. 

 115.252 (g): A resident can be disciplined for filing a grievance related to alleged sexual abuse if it is 

determined that the inmate filed the grievance in bad faith. There has been no disciplinary action due 

to filing a grievance in bad faith. 

Staff and residents interviewed were aware of the grievance system and how to access forms, pencils 

and were aware of the location of the grievance box.  

Compliance was determined by review of the policies, interview PREA compliance managers, residents, 

and presence of grievance provides a procedure for residents to submit grievances regarding sexual 

abuse and the agency has procedures for dealing with these grievances. Instructions on how to file 

grievances are provided to residents in the Youth Safety Guide and resident’s handbook and PREA 

posters.

The staff training and youth safety manual provides 
directions to staff and residents that are sexual abused.  Resident interviewed knew to not take a 
bathe, change clothing.  Random interviews stated they would go directly to the medical or facility 
assistant director to report and understood that they would need to provide evidence for the center to 
prosecute the resident or staff that sexually assaulted them.  While this information is no germane 
with staff duties it is further documentation that the center trains staff and resident duties in cases of a 
sexual abuse.  
 
Compliance was determined by a review of center training plan, first responder flow chart and 
interviews with all staff including administrative support staff that do not deal directly with resident, 
however, do go to the area where resident a located.

In discussion with the Safe Burkes 
executive director, he was able to articulate the victim advocate role to report to the hospital and 
provide victim advocacy and after action provided emotional support to the victim. In interview random 
staff and specialized staff all knew their roles as a coordinated response plan. The staff yearly refresher 
provides training on a coordinated response plan.  

Exceed Compliance was determined by review of the Coordinated Response Plan for an Allegations of 
Sexual Abuse and sexual harassment. interviews with random staff, nurse, mental health staff, victim 
advocate executive director, shift supervisors, PREA compliance managers and PREA coordinator.

Therefore, the use of disciplinary action for non-criminal action would be dealt with through individual 
and group therapy programming. It may result in further time at the facility to correct the underlying 
causes of the sexual misbehavior.

115.382 (a): PREA Response Plan Following Resident Report mandate youth victims of sexual abuse 
receive timely and unimpeded access to onsite and offsite emergency medical treatment and crisis 
intervention services, the nature and scope as determined by the judgement of medical and mental 
health professionals. Medical and mental health staff interviews confirmed emergency medical care 
and crisis intervention services will be provided by medical and mental health staff as required. 
Observations revealed medical and mental health staff members maintain secondary materials that

Residents are provided access to an outside victim advocacy agency for services through a MOU with 
Safe Burkes which includes but is not limited to emotional support and accompaniment through the 
forensic examination and investigative interviews. The advocate will go to the facility or the hospital to 
provide services. Review of medical files shows that medical and mental health staff members 
maintain secondary materials and documentation of resident encounters. There have been no 
allegations of sexual abuse during this audit period. 
 
Facility PREA Response Plan Following Resident Report requires resident victims of sexual abuse are 
offered timely information about and timely access to emergency contraception and sexually 
transmitted disease prophylaxis, in accordance with professionally accepted standards of care, where 
medically appropriate and unimpeded access to emergency medical treatment and crisis intervention 
services. The medical staff have a protocol in place to assist in expediting a resident to the emergency 
room with specific documentation for the direct care staff. The facility utilizes Towers Reading Medical 
Center for emergency treatment and SANE. 
 
115.382 (b):  If no qualified medical or mental health practitioners are on duty at the time a report of 
recent abuse is made, staff first responders shall take preliminary steps to protect the victim pursuant 
to § 115.362 and shall immediately notify the appropriate medical and mental health practitioners. The 
interviews with clinical staff revealed residents have unimpeded access to emergency services. The 
coordinated response plan flow chart provides guidance to staff in protecting residents and for 
contacting the appropriate staff regarding allegations or incidents of sexual abuse, including contacting 
medical and mental health staff. The on-call medical list has the names of medical staff and their 
emergency contact number. The full-time Nurse is generally on-call 24/7 as determined by the 
interview. Interviews with staff from Safe Burkes indicated there is an on call SANE staff available 24/7 
for forensic examinations. There is also a Victim Advocate on call 24/7 to support a resident that has 
been sexually assaulted. 
 
115.382 (c): Resident victims of sexual abuse while incarcerated shall be offered timely information 
about and timely access to emergency contraception and sexually transmitted infections prophylaxis, 
in accordance with professionally accepted standards of care, where medically appropriate. The PAQ 
and interviews confirmed processes and services are in place for a victim to receive timely access to 
sexually transmitted infection prophylaxis, where medically appropriate. Additionally, follow-up 
services as needed will be provided by the facility’s medical and mental health staff, according to the 
interviews with clinical staff. The facility houses male only. 
 
115.382 (d): PREA Response Plan Following Resident Report mandates that treatment services shall be 
provided to the victim without financial cost and regardless of whether the victim names the abuser or 
cooperates with any investigation arising out of the incident.

The staff at the Safe Burkes indicated there were no costs associated with advocacy, 
emotional services, and mental health services.  
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Policy revealed emergency services will be provided by medical and mental health staff. The medical 
and mental health staff interviews revealed they are knowledgeable of actions to take regarding an 
incident of sexual abuse. It is documented through policy and understood by the medical and mental 
health staff that treatment services will be provided at no cost to the victim. Based upon the review of 
policies, interview with the Medical, mental health staff and interviews with staff from WIN victim 
services the facility is compliant with this standard.
